4. The Research Plan, limited to 5 pages, must include the following:

a. Specific Aims

b. Background

c. Methods, including statistical analysis

d. Significance

e. Future plans, including work products and how this data will lead to specific types of grant funding.

i. Incorporation of a clear description and plan for how the research data will be used to foster future research application, and what the aims of the subsequent research will include, is a critical review criterion.

6. Mentor Support and Career Development Plan
a. Please include a 1- to 2-page career development plan to include the following:

i. Career goals

ii. Research focus

iii. Training plans in the next 2 years

iv. Planned grant submission in the next 2 years

v. Description of interaction with mentor

b. Please include a letter of support from the proposed mentor. The mentor letter must state that the applicant is on, or expects to be moved into, an independent track in the next 2 to 3 years.  The letter must also confirm that the mentor has had a role in reviewing and providing guidance to the applicant on the proposal. The role of the mentor in the research proposed must be addressed.  Note: Only faculty at the rank of research instructor and above are eligible to apply for the IRG grant, but the researcher must provide evidence of being on an independent  track (e.g., tenure track,  submission of his or her own grants or faculty training awards, and/or independent research publications).
