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The National Cancer Institute (NCI) held a meeting this July to     

discuss dissemination of results and the next phase of CNP: CNP II.   

The LACRC plans to publish results on the Chart Review 2006 and 

the Communications Survey this fall.  We hope to have Chart Review 

2009 data collected and entered into our database by September 

2009.  The Concept Paper for CNP II has been approved and we     

anticipate the release of the RFA in October 2009.    

The LACRC is pleased to have worked with our clinic and commu-

nity partners on administrative supplement grant applications this 

summer.  Nueva Vida applied for a supplement to support a random-

ized controlled trial (RCT) to evaluate the feasibility and effects of a 

pilot intervention to increase physical activity in Latino breast cancer 

survivors. In addition, La Clinica del Pueblo applied for a Community 

Health Educator (CHE) supplement and Capital Breast Care Center 

for a Patient Navigator supplement.  Applications are currently under 

review at NCI.
